WHEREAS, it is necessary and in the public interest for the County of Anoka to provide open space recreational 
facilities within the County; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Anoka has worked with the Metropolitan Council, local cities and other 
regulating agencies in a cooperative effort to develop a regional park in the city of Columbus; and, 

WHEREAS, the County of Anoka and the Metropolitan Council have designated Coon Lake a regional park; and, 

WHEREAS, the County of Anoka has developed a long-range program for development at Coon Lake Regional 
Park, which include reconstruction and improvement of existing facilities and construction of new facilities and 
amenities; and, 

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Council requires an updated Long Range Plan for this regional park be approved 
by the County and the Metropolitan Council prior to its adoption; and, 

WHEREAS, the local city representatives, the general public, area residents and local businesses were given the 
opportunity to review and comment on the plan; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Anoka County Board of Commissioners hereby adopts the Coon 
Lake Regional Park Long Range Plan, which is dated May 2023, a copy of which is on file in the Anoka 
County Parks Department, Bunker Hills Activities Center, 550 Bunker Lake Blvd., NW, Andover,MN 55304, 
and authorizes its submission to the Metropolitan Council for its approval so that park development will be 
eligible for future Metropolitan Council grant funding.

On March 28, 2023, the Anoka County Housing and Redevelopment 
Authority (ACHRA) held a public hearing to receive public comment on the 
Program Year (PY) 2023 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and 
HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) annual 2023 Action Plan funding.  
 
Staff requests the Anoka County Board consider approving the attached 
resolution outlining actions needed to complete the funding process for the 
2023 CDBG and HOME program year to implement the following: 
 

1. Approval of the proposed 2023 CDBG and HOME projects. 
2. Execution of the Department of Housing and Urban Development’s 

(HUD) application, certifications, and Funding Approval/Agreement 
by the County Board Chair. 

3. Authorize the Community Development Manager to submit the 
approved 2023 Action Plan. 

4. Designation of a certifying officer for the county’s CDBG/HOME 
environmental reviews. 

5. Execution of contracts with cities and agencies receiving funding. 
 
The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) 
released actual funding allocations for PY2023 which begins July 1, 2023. 
Public Service activities have up to 12 months (June 30, 2024) and projects 
have up to 18 months (December 31, 2024) to spend awarded funds. 
 
HOME Investment Partnerships Program Funding: 
This year one (1) HOME application was received.  HOME funds have the 
single objective of creating and maintaining decent affordable housing 
units.  HOME projects are scored and evaluated to ensure they meet the 
following federal requirements: 

• 25% match requirement 
• Subsidy layering review 
• Market analysis 
• Funding commitment 
• Project completion within 18 months 
• If applying for CHDO (Community Housing Development 

Organization) preference, qualifications are met
