WHEN  IS PROPERTY 
ACQUISITION NEEDED?
Sometimes roadway and 
infrastructure projects will need 
more land than what is currently in 
the city, county, or state’s right-of 
way. When additional right-of-way 
is required, the city, county, or state 
will begin the property acquisition 
process.

WHAT IS RIGHT-OF-WAY?
Right-of-way is the specific route 
through grounds or property 
belonging to another that the 
county, city, or state has the legal 
right to. When additional right-
of-way is required, the county/
city/state will begin the property 
acquisition process.

AT  WHAT POINT DURING A 
PROJECT DOES PROPERTY 
ACQUISITION OCCUR?
When a project is nearing the end 
of the design phase, the amount of 
land needed for the improvements is 
determined. The property acquisition 
process will begin after the designs for 
the project have been finalized, and it 
will finish before construction of the 
project begins.

First, Anoka County will contact 
the affected landowner by 
mail to begin the property  

acquisition process.

Then, a survey crew will stake 
the right-of-way and gather 
other information for the 
proposed improvements.

The county will then make an 
offer for the land, providing 
reasonable time for the 
landowner to consider it.

Once an offer is accepted the 
last step in the acquisition 

process is to sign and record 
required documents.

Next, a qualified appraiser will 
meet with the landowner to 

estimate the market value of 
the proposed land acquisition.
